[bookmark: _GoBack]EPHRATA – On March 24, 2020 Governor Inslee signed a proclamation (20-28) temporarily prohibiting in-person contacts with the public that are required by the Open Public Meeting Act (OPMA) and the Public Records Act (PRA), suspending some statutory language that would require such contacts. A copy of the proclamation can be found on our website under the Grant County Commissioner’s COVID-19 Updates section.
Pursuant to this proclamation, all in person public meetings are suspended until further notice.  Public meetings that do happen will be accessible either online or through conference call. All meetings will have a unique Cisco WebEx session and the pertinent details will be advertised on our County website under the Commissioner’s agendas section.  For further details or information, please call the Commissioners Office at (509) 754-2011 ext 2901. 
The Public Records Act 5 day letter requirements are suspended until further notice. Grant County’s Public Records Office will still strive to maintain compliance if at all reasonably possible however providing documents may be delayed under the Public Records Act. Grant County is not providing or arranging for in-person PRA business contacts with the public at any agency offices or facilities until further notice. Grant County will use alternative communication methods for PRA business with requestors such as phone, mail, email our online portal.
