 Hazardous Materials Safety Administration (PHMSA) regulatory requirements. 
 The presentation enclosed in the minutes is the public notification requirements 
 As per49 CFR 192.616. 
 Moses Lake has operated the pipeline since 1998. The pipeline was captured 
 Under PHMSA/DOT regulatory requirements during 2008.
